Ukrainian high school students graduating in the Spring of 2009, 2010, 2011, 2012 and who wish to study in the USA, Canada, Switzerland or England starting in the Fall of 2010!

USA/USA-УКРАМЕРЕЖА will run its fifteenth summer academic advising seminar in Ukraine in 2009, in which full scholarship students from Ukraine already studying in the United States provide instructions to students still in Ukraine on how to apply to English language college preparatory high schools (lyceums with housing) around the world and to universities in the United States. USA/USA pays all the college entrance exams available in Ukraine (TOEFL and SAT) for selected applicants. Students from Ukraine already studying in America run the workshop and help make the final selection of applicants. Fifty five of our program participants from the seminars 1992-2008 have so far won and used over six and a half million dollars in scholarships from leading North American and European preparatory high schools and full four-year scholarships from American colleges. Entry into the program is highly competitive. In 2008, one hundred sixty eight applicants registered for our eventual seventeen places. The range of English scores of the accepted students in 2008 was 496 to 630 out of the possible 677 points. The math scores of the accepted students ranged between 470 and 770 out of 800 possible points.
Eligibility:  Ukrainian students graduating from high school in the spring of 2009 (entering the first year of university in 9/2009), or graduating in 2010 (entering the eleventh grade in 9/2009), or graduating in 2011 (entering the tenth grade in 9/2009), or graduating in 2012 (entering the ninth grade in 9/2009), are citizens of Ukraine, and qualified to enter the first year of university in the fall of 2009 or 2010 or 2011 or 2012 are eligible to apply. We reserve places for exceptional younger students who can enter the last two years of elite college preparatory schools in the English-speaking world. All applicants should possess a strong command of English and be able to obtain a TOEFL score of 450 at the time of entry into the USA/USA Program. Students who have studied in the United States should be able to score over 600 on the TOEFL. 

In order to apply for admission to the USA/USA Seminar 2009 applicants must submit the following materials: 
· Registration materials both in Cyrillic (українською мовою, кирилицею) and in English including name, address, telephone, e-mail, fax, date, and year of birth, all schools attended with year of graduation, school addresses, and passport photograph. The applicant can mail this immediately for registration purposes or include it with the application. 

· An official fully legible four-year school transcript (усі оцінки за останні чотири роки), with the legible name of the student and the name and full coordinates of the school(s) attended. Year of graduation must be legible. 

· A logical chronological outline of life experiences, academic, extra-curricular (non-academic), writing, artistic or leadership, and athletic achievements; community service activities, moral character and determination to study in America. It should also include career plans. 

· An essay in English:  What positive trend, issue, practice or phenomenon do you observe in Ukraine, and wish it gathered more public or political support? How would you promote this issue and bring it to the forefront?  

· An optional essay in English on a topic chosen by the student applicant. 

· A recommendation in English or in Ukrainian from a teacher or school official.  

· Another recommendation from a friend or classmate (ровесник). 
· Five books that made an impression on the student and that he/she is ready to discuss. 

All applications should be completed and mailed via the Ukrainian Post Office (not through private carriers and not via e-mail), preferably registered (заказний лист) Ukrainian Post to the USA/USA address listed above and arrive in America before June 15, 2009. USA/USA officials and alumni in the United States make the final selection of seminar participants. All applicants will be informed of the arrival of their application if they provide an e-mail address.

Testing:  Applicants who submit complete applications will undergo written English and mathematics testing and interviews in Ukraine before final admission into the workshop. SAT and TOEFL scholarships will be available only upon successful completion of the twelve day advising workshop. 

Site:  Selected students will be informed of the location and dates of the seminar. Testing and interviews of applicants will be held in early to late June 2009 depending upon the oblast before the seminar. Schools willing to work with the USA/USA Program and to host our admissions officers are also welcome to write to us. 

Time:  The workshop will be held in mid or late July of 2009. 

Cost:  There is no charge for our program at any level. Our program runs on the volunteer work of our co-workers in America and Ukraine. Generous contributions from individual benefactors make our program possible. USA/USA is a program of the Coordinating Committee to Aid Ukraine, Inc. (USA) a 501(c)(3) not-for-profit organization. 

Limitations:  All candidates must be born after December 31, 1991. Application to our program does not guarantee entry to our program. Completion of our program does not guarantee entry into an American college nor a college scholarship. American colleges provide all the college tuition scholarship funds. Our scholarship funds are limited to helping with the application process. Our program does not provide college tuition scholarships. 

Students from all oblasts are welcome to apply; however, the testing centers will not be available in every oblast due to our shortage of resources. We will be selecting 10 finalists to attend our preparatory seminar. 
Our program does not discriminate on the basis of sex, race, religion, or ethnic origin. Only students who are citizens of Ukraine are eligible for entry. Please direct questions to the above addresses.
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
